General Principles
Safety — IPSC matches must be designed,rootest and conducted with due consideration tatgafe

Quality — The value of an IPSC match is deteed by the quality of the challenge presentethéncourse
design. Courses of fire must be designed primadlyest a competitor's IPSC shooting skills, it
physical abilities.

Balance — Accuracy, Power and Speed are aguivelements of IPSC shooting, and are exprasstu
Latin words "Diligentia, Vis, Celeritas" ("DVC").A properly balanced course of fire will depend &yg
upon the nature of the challenges presented thetéawever, courses must be designed, and IPSChemtc
must be conducted in such a way, as to evaluase tlements equally.

Diversity — IPSC shooting challenges aremdize While it is not necessary to construct neurses for each
match, no single course of fire must be repeatedlltav its use to be considered a definitive measair
IPSC shooting skills.

Freestyle — IPSC matches are freestyle. @ttaps must be permitted to solve the challengsgnted in a
freestyle manner and, for handgun and shotgun rest¢h shoot targets on an "as and when visiblsisba
After the Start Signal, courses of fire must najuiee mandatory reloads nor dictate a shootingtioosi
location or stance, except as specified below. éi@w conditions may be created, and barriers loerot
physical limitations may be constructed, to comgpebmpetitor into shooting positions, locationst@ances.

1.1.5.1 Level | and Level Il matches are not reggiito comply strictly with the freestyle requirertenr
round count limitations (see Section 1.2).

1.1.5.2  Short Courses and Classifiers may includedatory reloads and may dictate a shooting positio
location and/or stance. When a mandatory reloagkdsired, it must be completed after the
competitor shoots at his first target, and befareshoots at his final target. Violations are sabje
to one procedural penalty.

1.1.5.3 General Courses and Classifiers may natifgpthat the weak shoulder is to be used when
shooting.

1.1.5.4 If a written stage briefing specifies taatompetitor is required to carry, retain or gragmbject
during his attempt at a course of fire, Rule 10ilRapply.

1.1.5.5 Course designers may give competitors fmeetb await the Start Signal anywhere within the
boundaries of a well demarcated firing zone.

Difficulty — IPSC matches present varied éegrof difficulty. No shooting challenge may beeged as
being prohibitive. This does not apply to non-diap challenges, which should reasonably allow for
differences in competitor's height and physicaldui

Challenge — IPSC matches recognize the clugte presented when using full power firearms inagyic

shooting, and must always employ a minimum powetofato be attained by all competitors to refldust
challenge.

Types of Courses

IPSC matches may contain the following types ofrses of fire:

General Courses of Fire:

1.2.1.1  Short Courses — Must not require more thaounds to complete for Manual Action Divisions,
and 10 rounds for Semi Auto Divisions. If 2 hitsrpaper target are required, the number of
rounds is increased to 10.

Medium Courses — Must not require more th@nrounds to complete. Course design and
construction must normally not require more thascbring targets to be shot from any single
location or view, nor allow a competitor to shodittargets in the course of fire from any single
location or view. With a minimum distance of 10@ters it can be required to shoot 8 scoring
targets from a single location or view. If 2 hfger paper target are required, the number of
maximum rounds to complete is increased to 20 hadntaximum number of scoring hits from
any single location or view is increased to 10 {&6 targets placed at more than 100 meters
distance).

Long Courses — Must not require more th@nr@unds to complete. Course design and
construction must normally not require more thascbring targets to be shot from any single
location or view, nor allow a competitor to shodittargets in the course of fire from any single
location or view. With a minimum distance of 10@ters it can be required to shoot 8 scoring
targets from a single location or view. If 2 hisr paper target are required, the number of
maximum rounds to complete is increased to 40 hadntaximum number of scoring hits from
any single location or view is increased to 10 {&6 targets placed at more than 100 meters
distance).

The approved balance for an IPSC sanctiomigh is a ratio of 3 Short Courses to 2 Medium
Courses to 1 Long Course (see Approved Stage Hatiygpendix A4).

The recommended balance for an IPSC Riflelmwith regards to target distance is: 30% of all
targets to be less than 60 meters, 50% to be beté@eand 150 meters and 20% to be between
150 and 300 meters.

Special Courses of Fire:

Classifiers — Courses of fire authorizedtBegional Director and/or IPSC, which are avédlab
competitors seeking a regional and/or internatiaassification. Classifiers must be set up in
accordance with these rules and be conductedltiticaccordance with the notes and diagrams
accompanying them. Results must be submittedeathhorizing entity in the format required
(with the applicable fees, if any), in order foeth to be recognized.

Shoot-Off — An event conducted separatelynf a match. Two eligible competitors

simultaneously engage two identical and adjacegietaarrays in a process of elimination (see
Appendix A3). Each target array must not exceeduhds for Manual Action Divisions, and 12

rounds for Semi Auto Divisions and each competit@y be required to perform a mandatory
reload betweeshooting at his first and final targets.

IPSC Sanctioning

Match organizers wishing to receive IPSC saning must comply with the general principlesaafurse
design and course construction as well as all otlwerent IPSC Rules and regulations relevant to the
discipline. Courses of fire that do not complyhwihese requirements will not be sanctioned, anst mot

be publicized or announced as IPSC sanctioned estch

Target arrays and presentations or propsded in courses of fire submitted to IPSC, but de=eiyy IPSC
to be illogical or impractical, will not be appral/¢see latest version of the separate Target ArrapkBo

The IPSC President, his delegate, or anesfitd the Confederation (in that order), may withwlriPSC
sanctioning from a match if, in his or their opimj@ match or any component part thereof:

The following general regulations of course corwdtan list the criteria, responsibilities and régtons applicable to
courses of fire in IPSC matches. Course desighest,organizations and officials are governedhegé regulations.

General Regulations

Physical Construction — Safety considerationdhe design, physical construction, and statsgiirements
for any course of fire are the responsibility oé thost organization subject to the approval of Ramge
Master. Reasonable effort must be made to prampmy to competitors, officials and spectatorsidgrthe
match. Course design should prevent inadvertesaferactions wherever possible. Consideration st
given to the operation of any course of fire to e suitable access for officials supervising the
competitors.

Safe Angles of Fire — Courses of fire mustaghk be constructed taking into account safe angfidse.
Consideration must be given to safe target anddraomstruction and the angle of any possible rietsch
Where appropriate the physical dimensions and sliftaof backstops and side berms must be detezchin
as part of the construction process. Unless ofilserapecified, the default maximum muzzle angl8ds
degrees in all directions, measured from the froihthe competitor facing directly center downrange.
Violations are subject to Rule 10.5.2.

2.1.2.1 Subject to the direction and approval ef Regional Director, stage(s) or range specific zieuz
angles (reduced or increased) may be permittedlatns are subject to Rule 10.5.2. Full details
of the applicable angles and any conditional fact@.g. a reduced vertical muzzle angle only
applies when a finger is inside the trigger guana)st be published in advance of the match and
must be included in the written stage briefingsqaee Section 2.3).

Minimum Distances — Whenever metal targetsetal hard cover are used in a course of firegqargons
must be taken so that competitors and Match Offigizaintain a minimum distance of 50 meters froamth
while they are being shot. Where possible, thuthbe done with physical barriers. If Fault Lsrere used
to limit the approach to metal targets, they mustpltaced at least 51 meters from the targets dotliba
competitor may inadvertently fault the line andl 4ie outside the 50 meter minimum distance (seke Ru
10.4.7). Care should also be taken in respectatéinprops in the line of fire.

Target Locations — When a course is congidudd include target locations other than immediate
downrange, organizers and officials must proteaestrict surrounding areas to which competitofficials

or spectators have access. Each competitor musedmeitted to solve the competitive problem in dwen
way and must not be hindered by being forced toimany manner which might cause unsafe action.
Targets must be arranged so that shooting at thepresented will not cause competitors to breafd sa
angles of fire.

Range Surface — Where possible, the rangacsumust be prepared prior to the match, and Im ke
moderatelyclear of debris during the match, to provide reabta safety for competitors and officials.
Consideration should be given to the possibilityimdlement weather and competitor actions. Match
Officials may add gravel, sand or other materiala eteriorated range surface at any time, anll Isuge
maintenance actions may not be appealed by comrsetit

Obstacles — Natural or created obstacles aowase of fire should reasonably allow for vadas in
competitors' height and physical build and shoudd donstructed to provide reasonable safety for all
competitors, Match Officials and spectators.

Common Firing Lines — Courses of fire whendtiple competitors are required to fire simultansly from
a common firing line (e.g. Shoot-Off), must provideminimum of 3 meters of free space between each
competitor.

Target Placement — Care must be taken wélptiysical placement of a paper target to preveishaot
through".

2.1.8.1 Target placement should be clearly markethe target stands for target replacement anettarg
stands should be securely fixed or their locatsimsuld be clearly marked on the range surface to
ensure consistency throughout the entire matchith&umore, target types should be specified and
identified on the target frames or stands prioth® start of the match to ensure that a scoring
target is not interchanged with a no-shoot afterrttatch has commenced.

2.1.8.2 When paper and metal targets are used$e @roximity in a course of fire, care must bestato
minimize the risk of splatter from metal targets.

2.1.8.3 When IPSC Poppers are used in a courgeeptére should be taken to ensure that the locati
foundation area is prepared to provide consistpatation throughout the match.

2.1.8.4  Static targets (i.e. those which are novated), with the exception of the Universal targaust
not be presented at an angle greater than 90 defyoe the vertical.

Berms — All berms are "off limits" to all gpens at all times, except when access to themeisifggally
permitted by a Range Officer (see Section 10.6).

Course Construction Criteria

During the construction of a course of fire, a ggriof physical barriers may be used to restrichetitor movement
and to provide additional competitive challengefotlews:

Fault Lines — Competitor movement should gradfly be restricted through the use of physicatidyas.
However, the use of Fault Lines is permitted ako¥ed:

2.2.1.1 To prevent unsafe and/or unrealistic cingrgt, or retreat from, targets;

2.2.1.3 To define the boundaries of a general shgatrea or part thereof.

2.2.1.4  Fault Lines must be fixed firmly in platieey must rise at least 2 centimeters above gréawed,
they should be constructed of wood or other rigigtarials, and they should be of a consistent
color (preferably red), at every COF in a matchmldds used in a continuous manner to define the
boundary of a general shooting area, fault linestrye a minimum of 1.5 meters in length, but
they are deemed to extend to infinity (also seeeRud.1).

2.2.1.5 If a COF has a passageway visibly delimebtefault lines and/or a clearly demarcated simgpti
area, any competitor who takes a shortcut by stgpphn the ground outside the passageway
and/or shooting area will incur one procedural figneor each shot fired after beginning the
shortcut.

Barriers — Must be constructed in the follagvmanner:

2.2.3.1 They must be high enough and strong entugérve the intended purpose. Unless supplemented
by a shooting platform or similar, barriers of aas$t 1.8 meters high are deemed to extend
skywards to infinity (also see Rule 10.2.11).

2.2.3.2 They should include Fault Lines projectiegrward at ground level from the side edges.
Not applicable.

"Cooper" Tunnels — Are tunnels comprised @cbd uprights supporting loose overhead mate(@ats.
wooden slats), which may fall off when inadvertgrdislodged by competitors (see Rule 10.2.5). &hes
tunnels may be constructed to any height, but masthmaterials must not be heavy enough to causey iifij
they fall.

Stage Props — Where these items are intelodedpport a competitor in motion or while shootiaggets,
they must be constructed with the safety of themetitor and Match Officials as a priority. Prowiss must
be made to allow Match Officials to safely monitord control competitor action at all times. Propsst be
strong enough to withstand use by all competitors.

Windows and Ports — Must be placed at a heggithable by most competitors, with a sturdyfptat being
available for use by others, if requested, withmeralty.

Modifications to Course Construction

Match Officials may, for any reason, modiig physical construction or stage procedure faruase of fire,
provided that such changes are approved in advandbe Range Master. Any such physical changes or
additions to a published course of fire should tipgleted before the stage begins.

All competitors must be notified of any sudfanges as soon as possible. As a minimum, thesy bai
notified by the official in charge of the coursefioé during the squad briefing.

If the Range Master approves any such aafiien the match begins he must either:

2.3.3.1 Allow the course of fire to continue withetmodification affecting only those competitorsowh
have not already completed the stage. If a cotgpstiactions caused the change, that competitor
must be required to reshoot the revised courseefdubject to Rule 2.3.4.1; or

2.3.3.2 If possible, require all competitors to gdete the course of fire as revised with all pregio
attempts removed from the match results.

2.3.3.3 A competitor who refuses to reshoot a awafsfire, under this or any other Section, when so
ordered by a Range Officer, will receive a zerorsdor that stage, irrespective of any previous
attempt.

If the Range Master (in consultation with tMatch Director) determines that the physical cogedural
change results in a loss of competitive equity @nsl impossible for all competitors to attempt ttevised
stage, or if the stage has been rendered unsuitalbleworkable for any reason, that stage andsab@ated
competitor scores must be deleted from the match.

2.3.4.1 A competitor who incurred a disqualificatim a stage which is subsequently deleted, may be
entitled to reinstatement, if the highest levelappeal pursued by the competitor (i.e. the Range
Master or the Arbitration Committee, as the case ima), deems that the disqualification was
directly attributable to the reasons for the stagiag deleted.

During inclement weather, the Range Mastey maler that paper targets be fitted with transpiare
protective covers and/or overhead shelters, argdattiler is not subject to appeal by competitors Rele
6.6.1). Such items must be applied and remaiedfitb all affected targets for the same periodnoé t until
the order is rescinded by the Range Master.

If the Range Master (in consultation with Match Director) deems that climatic or other coiodis have,

or are likely to, seriously affect the safety amdonduct of a match, he may order that all shgogictivities
be suspended, until he issues a "resume shootiregtige.

Safety Areas

The host organization is responsible for ¢bastruction and placement of a sufficient numbieGafety
Areas for the match. They should be conveniertiggrl and easily identified with signs.

Safety Areas must include a table with tHie sauzzle direction and boundaries clearly sho¥ra backstop
and/or side walls are included, they must be canstd of materials capable of containing fired gin
Safety Areas at tournaments and long gun matches imelude sufficient gun racks adjacent to, buting

the Safety Area for secure muzzle-up storage lgfsrdind shotguns.

Competitors are permitted to use Safety Argesupervised for the activities stated below piesl they
remain within the boundaries of the Safety Area #ralfirearm is pointed in a safe direction. Viaas

may be subject to disqualification (see Rule 10.5.1

2.4.3.1 Casing, uncasing, and holstering unloanledris.

2.4.3.2 Practice the mounting, drawing, "dry-fitiramd re-holstering of unloaded firearms.

Dummy ammunition and live rounds, whetheis&ggackaged or contained in magazines or speddrga
must not be handled in a Safety Area under anyistances (see Rule 10.5.12).

Test Firing / Sighting-In Bay

When available at a match, a test firing irayst be operated under the supervision and cootralRange
Officer.

Competitors may test the operation of thedrafm and ammunition, subject to all existing safelles and
any time limits or other restrictions imposed bigange Officer.

At Level Il or higher tournaments and longngmatches, approved IPSC paper and metal targybisré
possible, electronically indicating or self-resegd, should be available for use by competitoraitbin the
sighting-in of their firearms, in accordance witle tyuidelines shown in Appendix C3.

Vendor Areas

Vendors (i.e. individuals, corporations atitko entities displaying or selling merchandisaratPSC match)
are solely responsible for the safe handling amdrity of their products and other items in theire; and
ensuring they are displayed in a condition that mdt endanger any person. Assembled firearms st
deactivated prior to being displayed.

The Range Master (in consultation with thedWaDirector) must clearly delineate the vendomaand he
may issue "Acceptable Practice Guidelines" to alidors, who are responsible for their implemenaiio
respect of their own merchandise.

Competitors may handle unloaded vendor'sarfine while remaining wholly within the vendor areas
provided reasonable care is taken to ensure thantlzzle is not pointed at any person while beigdled.

Hygiene Areas

A sufficient number of hygiene areas, witmdhacleansing supplies and facilities, should bevigiex
adjacent to lavatories and near the entrance @ $eovice areas.
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CHAPTER 3: Course Information

General Regulations

The competitor is always responsible to safelyilfulie requirements of a course of fire but cafyaeasonably be
expected to do so after verbally or physically idog the written stage briefing, which must adetgbaexplain the
requirements to the competitors. Course infornmat@n be broadly divided into the following types:

Published Courses of Fire — Registered cdtopetand/or their Regional Directors must be pded with
the same course of fire information, within the samotice period, in advance of the match. Therin&dion
may be provided by physical or electronic meansyoreference to a website (also see Section 2.3).

Non-Published Courses of Fire — Same as Rdld except that the details for the course & &ire not
published beforehand. The course of fire instamgiare provided in the written stage briefing.

Written Stage Briefings

A written stage briefing consistent with thesles and approved by the Range Master must siegat
each course of fire prior to commencement of thecmaThis briefing will take precedence over aoyrse
of fire information published or otherwise commuati&d to competitors in advance of the match, anuliit
provide the following minimum information:

Targets (type & number);

Minimum number of rounds;

The rifle ready condition;

Start position;

Time starts: audible or visual signal;
Procedure.

The Range Officer in charge of a course r&f ffinust read out the written stage briefing verbath each
squad. The Range Officer may visually demonstiaeacceptable Start Position and Gun Ready Conditi

The Range Master may modify a written stagefibg at any time for reasons of clarity, consigty or
safety (see Section 2.3).

After the written stage briefing has beerdr&a competitors, and questions arising therefrawehbeen
answered, competitors should be permitted to caraluorderly inspection (“walkthrough") of the csarof
fire. The duration of time for the inspection mbst stipulated by the Range Officer, and it shdaddthe
same for all competitors. If the course of fireludes moving targets or similar items, these shdnd
demonstrated to all competitors for the same dumaind frequency.

Local, Regional and National Rules

IPSC matches are governed by the rules abdico the discipline. Host organizations may @oforce
local rules except to comply with legislation ogdé precedent in the applicable jurisdiction. Amjuntarily

adopted rules that are not in compliance with theses must not be applied to IPSC matches withioit
express consent of the Regional Director and t&&€IExecutive Council.

Targets — General Principles

Only targets approved by the IPSC Assembtiywainich fully comply with the specifications in Appdices
B and C, and frangible targets (see Rule 4.4.¢)t@be used for IPSC Rifle matches.

4.1.1.1 If one or more targets at a match fail donply exactly with the stated specifications, ahd i
replacement targets of the correct specificatiaesumavailable, the Range Master must decide
whether or not the variance is acceptable for thatch, and which provisions of Section 2.3 of
these rules will apply, if any. However, the Rand@ster's decision will only affect the match in
progress, and will not serve as a precedent faréumatches held at the same location, or for any
subsequent use of the subject targets at anothtehma

Scoring targets used in all IPSC matches bwrisf a single color, as follows:

4.1.2.1 The scoring area of the IPSC Target and Wanget must be tan colored, except where the Rang
Master deems that a lack of contrast with the sumiing area or background necessitates that a
different color be used.

4.1.2.2 The entire front of scoring metal or otmem-paper targets must be painted a single color,
preferably white.

No-shoots must be clearly marked with a coosps "X" or be of a single, unique color differdrom
scoring targets throughout a match or tournam@atper and metal no-shoots may be of different sdloa
match or tournament provided that the chosen dslapnsistent for all no-shoots of the same mdtéra
if no-shoots are yellow, they must all be yellonaimatch or tournament).

Targets used in a course of fire may be gbrtor wholly hidden through the use of hard oft swver, as
follows:

4.1.4.1 Cover provided to hide all or a portionadfarget will be considered hard cover. When |bbssi
hard cover should not be simulated but construasidg impenetrable materials (see Rule 2.1.3).
Whole paper targets must not be used solely asduaet.

4.1.4.2 Cover provided merely to obscure targets is comsilesoft cover. Shots which have passed
through soft cover and which strike a scoring tavg# score. Shots that have passed through soft
cover before hitting a no-shoot will be penalizedill scoring zones on targets obscured by soft
cover must be left wholly intact. Targets obscurgdsoft cover must either be visible through the
soft cover or at least a portion of the affectede#(s) must be visible from around the soft cover.

Declaring a single, intact target to repre$am or more targets by use of tape, paint or atiner means
and/or attaching a Mini Target to a full size tangeprohibited.

Only IPSC targets, and mechanically or elesity operated devices, can be used to activatdngdargets.

IPSC Approved Rifle Targets — Paper

There are three paper targets approved ®iruPSC Rifle matches (see Appendix B). The IR&Gi
Target is intended to simulate full size IPSC Té&sgalaced at greater distances. The two sizes lmay
included together in the same target array provittetl all Mini Targets are placed at least 2 mefrher
rearwards of the most distant full size Targethatttarget array (i.e. if the most distant fullesikarget is
15m downrange, the nearest Mini Target in the taagey must be at least 17m downrange).

Paper targets must have scoring lines ana@®.§Mini Targets 0.3 cm) non-scoring borders dieararked
on the front of the target. However, scoring lim@sl non-scoring borders should not be visible hdya
distance of 10 meters. The scoring zones rewangpm IPSC matches.

4.2.2.1 The front of paper no-shoots must includaféiciently distinguishable non-scoring bordén.the
absence of perforations or other suitable markitigss Range Master must ensure that all affected
no-shoots have a replacement 0.5 cm (Mini Targe?sct) non-scoring border drawn or fitted
thereon.

When the scoring area of a paper targetlie toartially hidden, course designers must siratiatd cover in
one of the following ways:

4.2.3.1 By actually hiding a portion of the tar¢ste Rule 4.1.4.1); or

4.2.3.2 By physically cutting targets from edgeetige to remove the portion deemed to be hidden by
hard cover. Such targets must be fitted with dament 0.5 cm (Mini Targets 0.3 ¢cm) non-
scoring border, which must extend the full widthtbé edge of the cut scoring area (see Rule
4.2.2); or

4.2.3.3 By painting or taping with a sharply defineoundary the portion of the target deemed to be
hidden by hard cover with a single and visibly casting color.

4.2.3.4 When paper targets are partially hiddéysigally cut, painted and/or taped, at least di@oof
all scoring zones must remain visible.

Hard cover (and overlapping no-shoots) mastcompletely hide the A zone on a partially hidgeper
target.

IPSC Approved Rifle Targets — Metal
General Rules

4.3.1.1 Metal targets and no-shoots which can aotadly turn edge-on or sideways when hit are
expressly prohibited. Using them may result irhdiawal of IPSC sanction.

4.3.1.2 Metal targets and no-shoots which a Rarnffjee® deems have fallen or overturned due to being
hit on the apparatus supporting them, or for arhewotaccidental reason (e.g. wind action, a
ricochet, being hit solely by a shotgun wad etwi)l be treated as range equipment failure (see
Rule 4.6.1).

IPSC Poppers

4.3.2.1 IPSC Poppers and IPSC Mini Poppers are apfitoved metal targets designed to recognize
power, and must be calibrated as specified in AgpeG1.

4.3.2.2 IPSC Mini Poppers are used to simulate IPS@pers placed at greater distances. The tws size
may be included together in the same tasgedy provided that all Mini Poppers are placettast

array (i.e. if the most distant full size scoringper or no-shoot is 15m downrange, the nearest
Mini Popper in the target array must be at least idbwnrange).

IPSC Plates

Violations may incureo
procedural penalty per occurrence at the discretfdhe Range Officer.

The competitor may request that Match Offictake corrective actions to ensure consistenagspect of
the range surface, the presentation of targetsommahy other matter. The Range Master will havelfi
authority concerning all such requests.

Range Equipment Failure and Other Issues

Range equipment must present the challemdye dad equitably to all competitors. Range equémt failure
includes, but is not limited to, the displacemeinpaper targets, the premature activation of matahoving
targets, the malfunction of mechanically or electty operated equipment, and the failure of prepsh as
openings, ports, and barriers.

4.6.1.1 The declaration and/or use of any fireasrfrange equipment" is prohibited.

A competitor who is unable to complete a sewf fire due to range equipment failure, or ifnatal or

moving target was not reset prior to his attemg aburse of fire, must be required to reshootcthese of

fire after corrective actions have been taken.

4.6.2.1 Unrestored paper targets are not rang@eguit failure (see Rule 9.1.4).

4.6.2.2 If a Range Master deems that one or moget&in a course of fire are faulty and/or haverbe

Firearms are regulated by Divisions (see AdpeD), but courses of fire must remain consistiemtall
Divisions.

There is no minimum caliber for rifles usedRSC matches.
Sights
Types of sights identified by IPSC are:

5.1.3.1 "Open sights" are aiming devices fittecatbrearm which do not use electronic circuitry &md
lenses. Fiber-optic inserts are deemed not tetsek.

5.1.3.2 "Optical/electronic sights" are aiming a@@& (including flashlights) fitted to a firearm whiuse
electronic circuitry and/or lenses.

5.1.3.3 The Range Master is the final authoritydspect of the classification of any sights usedrin
IPSC match and/or their compliance with these rufetuding the Divisions in Appendix D.

Unless required by a Division (see AppendjixtBere is no restriction on the trigger pull weigf a firearm,
but the trigger mechanism must, at all times, fiomcsafely.

Triggers and/or trigger shoes that extendobéythe width of the trigger guard are expressiyhjiited.
However, rifles fitted with "winter triggers/guardsay be used in this mode, provided that thisnfittwas
designed, manufactured and provided as part ofifleeand only when the particular climate or weath
conditions dictate their use.

Firearms must be serviceable and safe. Raffggers may demand examination of a competitfirsarm

or allied equipment, at any time, to check they frectioning safely. If any such item is declared
unserviceable or unsafe by a Range Officer, it rhastithdrawn from the match until the item is riepa to
the satisfaction of the Range Master (also see Ril®).

Competitors must use the same rifle and ofpgights for all courses of fire in a match. Hewe in the

event that a competitor’s original rifle and/or tdig) become unserviceable or unsafe during a méteh,
competitor must, before using a substitute rifle/an sights, seek permission from the Range Magter

may approve the substitution provided he is satisfi

5.1.7.1 The substitute rifle satisfies the requeata of the relevant Division and is of the sanmgety
action and caliber and is fitted with the same tgpsights; and

5.1.7.2 In using the substitute firearm the contpetiill not gain an advantage; and

5.1.7.3 The competitor's ammunition, when testedhi substitute firearm, attains the minimum power
factor.

A competitor who substitutes or significanthpdifies a firearm and/or sights during a matckhaut the
prior approval of the Range Master will be subjecthe provisions of Rule 10.6.1.

A competitor must never use or wear on hisggemore than one firearm during a course of(ee Rule
10.5.7).

The rifle must be fitted with a stock enalit to be fired from the shoulder (see Rule 1Bk5.

Rifles offering only "burst" and/or fully tmmatic operation (i.e. whereby more than one rooad be
discharged on a single pull or activation of thigger) are prohibited (see Rule 10.5.15).

Combination guns offering an additional baror barrels, that is not a conventional riflerbh(e.g. a rifle
and shotgun combination), are prohibited.
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5.2 Carry and Storage and Competitor Equipment

5.2.1 Carry and Storage — Except when within thendaries of a safety area, or when under the sigi@mand
direct command of a Range Officer, long guns mestiloaded and held, shouldered or slung (or plated
a rack), with the muzzle pointed skywards. Longgplaced in a slip or case are not required tpdieted
skywards. The action may be open or closed, lmhiaanber safety flag must be fitted at all times mvttee
firearm is not in use. Detachable magazines mestemoved. Failure to comply may be subject to the
provisions of Rule 10.5.1.

5.2.1.1 Competitors arriving at an IPSC match iagggsion of a loaded firearm must immediately tepor
to a Range Officer, who will supervise unloadingtleé firearm. Competitors failing to comply
may be subject to Rule 10.5.13.

5.2.1.2  Within the provisions of Rule 5.2.1 no anmition of any kind is permitted on the gun, or lips
or loops fitted to the gun, or to a sling fittedthe gun except when under the supervision of, and
in response to a direct instruction issued by ageddfficer.

5.2.2 Not applicable.
5.2.3 The use of shooting sticks and similar ishfinited.

5.2.4 Ammunition and speed loaders must be caotadorn on the competitor or mounted to the rifiesafely
designed pouches, pockets or other suitable retedgvices, unless otherwise specified in the enwittage
briefing.

5.3 Appropriate Dress

5.3.1 The use of camouflage or other similar typemilitary or police garments other than by conifjoes who
are law enforcement or military personnel is disaged. The Match Director will be the final autitypin
respect of what garments must not be worn by catopgt

54 Eye and Ear Protection

54.1 All persons are warned that the correct diselequate eye and ear protection is in their averést and of
paramount importance to prevent injury to visiow d&earing. It is strongly recommended that eye eard
protection be worn at all times by all persons wloih the range premises.

5.4.2 Host organizations may require the use oh qrotection by all persons, as a condition ofretésce and
while presenbn the range premises. If so, Match Officials nmake every reasonable effort to ensure that
all persons wear adequate protection.

5.4.3 If a Range Officer notices that a competii@as lost or displaced their eye or ear protectimng a course of
fire, or has commenced a course of fire withoutnthéhe Range Officer must immediately stop the
competitor who will be required to reshoot the seuof fire after the protective devices have bestored.

5.4.4 A competitor who inadvertently loses eye argrotection during a course of fire, or commerecesurse of
fire without them, is entitled to stop, point théiiearm in a safe direction and indicate the peablto the
Range Officer, in which case the provisions ofgihevious rule will apply.

5.4.5 Any attempt to gain a reshoot or advantageetnpoving eye and/or ear protection during a coafdee will
be considered unsportsmanlike conduct (see Ru&2)0.

5.4.6 If a Range Officer deems that a competit@uabo make an attempt at a course of fire is againadequate
eye or ear protection, the Range Officer may otkdercompetitor to rectify the situation before aliog the
competitor to continue. The Range Master is thal fauthority on this matter.

5.5 Ammunition and Related Equipment

5.5.1 Competitors at an IPSC match are solely ansiomally responsible for the safety of all and amymunition,
which they bring to the match. Neither IPSC noy HPSC Officers, nor any organization affiliatedlRSC,
nor the officers of any organization affiliated I8SC accepts any responsibility whatsoever in thgard,
nor in respect of any loss, damage, accident,yrjurdeath suffered by any person or entity asaltef the
lawful or unlawful use of any such ammunition.
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5.5.2 All competitor ammunition and their respeetimagazines and speed loaders must comply with the
provisions of the relevant Division (see Appendix D

5.5.3 Spare magazines, speed loaders or ammunuitapped or discarded by a competitor after thet Smnal
may be retrieved. However, their retrieval isalhtimes, subject to all safety rules.

5.5.4 Metal piercing, incendiary and/or tracer amition is prohibited at IPSC matches (see Rule .18)5
"Penetrator" ammunition (e.g. with a penetratingegocan only be used if specifically permitted bg t
match organizers.

555 Ammunition which discharges more than ondebuwr other scoring projectile from a single rouisd
prohibited (see Rule 10.5.15).

5.5.6 Ammunition deemed unsafe by a Range Officestrbe immediately withdrawn from the match (seéeRu
10.5.15).
5.6 Chronograph and Power Factors

5.6.1 The power factors for each Division are dtifad in Appendix D. One or more official matchr@mographs
must be used to assist in the determination ofptheer factor of each competitor's ammunition. he t
absence of chronographs, the power factor dectayedcompetitor cannot be challenged.

5.6.1.1 The power factor rating to enable a corngréti scores to be included in match results ikedal
"Minor". The power factor floor for Minor ratinggnd other specific requirements applicable to
each Division, are stipulated in Appendix D.

5.6.1.2 Some Divisions offer a higher power fagtating called "Major", which enables competitors to
earn more points for peripheral shots on scoringepsargets. The power factor floor for Major
rating, if available, and other specific requiretseapplicable to each Division, are stipulated in
Appendix D.

5.6.1.3 The associated values awarded for MinorMapbr scoring hits are illustrated in Appendices B
and C. The method used to determine power fastexplained in the following section.

5.6.2 The chronograph must be properly set up toraance with the manufacturer's recommendatioms an
verified each day by Match Officials in the follavg manner:

The lowest power factor achieved durigtihg will be applied to all his scores in the
match. All digits visible on the scales and chmgnaph displays must be used at face value (i.e.

If bullet weighing is conducted in advarafea competitor's arrival, weighed bullets must be
retained by the chronograph station with the coitgy&t remaining sample rounds, until the
competitor or their delegate has attended the cgm@ph station and completed testing. If a
competitor challenges the weight of a bullet pragived before his arrival, he is entitled to have
the scales calibrated, and the test bullet reweliginehis presence.

Under no circumstances is a competitor pégthito leave a course of fire in the possessioa tfaded
firearm (see Rule 10.5.13).

Where the firearm has failed as above, tmpetitor must not be permitted to reshoot the mufsfire.
This includes instances where a firearm is declarestrviceable or unsafe during a course of fiee Rule
5.1.6).

In the event that a Range Officer terminatesurse of fire due to a suspicion that a congoetias an unsafe
firearm or unsafe ammunition (e.g. a "squib" loatle Range Officer will take whatever steps he deem
necessary to return both the competitor and thgeran a safe condition. The Range Officer willrthe
inspect the firearm or ammunition and proceed bgvis:

Grand Tournament — Consists of two or maeafim specific matches (e.g. a handgun match ambtgun
match, or a handgun match, a rifle match and agsimotnatch). The individual match results achielgd
competitor in each component match will be usedédolare an overall tournament winner, in accordance
with the IPSC Grand Tournament Rules.

League — Consists of two or more IPSC matofi@ssingle firearm type held at different locasoand on
different dates. The total sum of match resultsimtd by each competitor at component matchesfiguec
by the league organizers will be accumulated terdgine a league winner.

Match Divisions

IPSC Divisions recognize different firearmsl @quipment (see Appendix D). Each match musigrize at
least one Division. When multiple Divisions area#able in a match, each Division must be scored
separately and independently, and match results mesgnize a winner in each Division.

In IPSC sanctioned matches, the minimum nurobeompetitors stipulated in Appendix A2 must quate
in each Division for it to be recognized. If themee insufficient competitors in a Division, the fda
Director may allow that Division to stand withouficial IPSC recognition.

Prior to the commencement of a match, eaohpetitor must declare one Division for score, andtd¥i
Officials should check competitor equipment compudia with the declared Division, prior to the coniipet
making an attempt at any of the courses of firehisTs a service to assist competitors verify ttheir
equipment, in the configuration as presented, i€ampliance with their declared Division. However,
competitors always remain subject to the proviswinRule 6.2.5.1.

6.2.3.1 If a competitor disagrees with an equipnoampliance ruling, the onus is upon him, priohim
attempting any courses of fire, to provide evideaceeptable to the examiner in support of his
claim. In the absence or rejection of such evidetite original decision will stand, subject only
to appeal to the Range Master, whose decisiomas. fi

6.2.3.2 The competitor’'s firearm and all allied gauoent accessible to him during a course of fire ar
subject to compliance testing, if requested by &cM®fficial.

Subject to the prior approval of the Matchebior, a competitor may enter a match in more thae
Division. However, the competitor may compete $oore in only one Division, and that must be thst fi
attempt in all cases. Any subsequent attemptsidthar Division will not be entered into match résumor
count for match recognition and awards.

Where a Division is unavailable or deletadwbere a competitor fails to declare a specifigi§don prior to
the commencement of a match, the competitor wilplaeed in the Division which, in the opinion ofth
Range Master, most closely identifies with the cetitpr's equipment. If, in the opinion of the Rang
Master, no suitable Division is available, the cetitpr will shoot the match for no score.

A disqualification incurred by a competitat, any time during a match, will prevent the coriipetfrom
further participation in the match including anypsaquent attempts in another Division. Howevés ik
not retroactive. Any previous and complete scéres another Division will be entered into matclsutls
for recognition and awards in that Division.

Recognition of a competitor in a specific iBion will not preclude further recognition in at€gory or from
inclusion as member of a Regional or other team.

Match Categories

IPSC matches may include different Categowéhin each Division to recognize different group§
competitors. A competitor may declare only onee@aty for a match or tournament.

Failure to meet the requirements of the dedl€ategory or failure to declare a Category pudhe start of
the match will result in exclusion from that Catego Details of currently approved Categories agldted
requirements are listed in Appendix A2.

Regional Teams

Subject to the availability of allocated sjobnly one official Regional team in each Divisiand/or
Division/Category may be selected on merit by eRepion for IPSC Level IV or higher matches. Appmdv
Category teams are specified by the IPSC Assersbly Appendix A2).

6.4.1.1 At Level IV matches, the only teams pemxitare those representing Regions within the zone
where the match is being held (e.g. at a Europésmpionship, only teams representing Regions
designated by IPSC as belonging to the Europear Zan be fielded).

6.4.1.2 At Level IV and higher matches, official gRenal Teams must be "seeded" for squadding
purposes in accordance to how the team placeceaame immediately preceding event, if any,
even if the team is comprised of different persons.

6.4.1.3 At Level IV or higher matches, all membefghe same official Regional Team must compete
together in the same squad in the main match.

An individual competitor’'s scores can onlyused exclusively for a single team in a match, each team
must be comprised of competitors in the same Qiwisi

6.4.2.1 The individual Division and/or Categoryigeed to a competitor determines his eligibility in
respect of teams (e.g. a competitor individuallystandard Division cannot participate in an Open
Division team). A female individually registered d.ady" cannot participate in a team based on
age, or vice versa. A competitor individually tgred in a Category may be a member of an
"overall" team in the same Division.

Teams consist of a maximum of 4 members. d¥ew only the final scores of the 3 highest saptEam
members will be used to calculate team results.

If a member of a team retires from the mdtrhany reason before completing all of the stagesres
attained by that competitor will continue to staadiards the team score. However, the affected isart
entitled to replace the retired team member.

183 days of the twelve months immediately precediveg month in which the match begins. Ordinarily
domiciled condition is a physical presence test dnds not relate to citizenship or to any address o
convenience. The 183 days need not be conseartihe most recent 183 days of the twelve montioder

6.5.1.1 In any case, match organizers must notpacey competitor or Match Official from another
Region unless the Regional Director of that Redimas confirmed the competitor's or Match
Official's eligibility to participate in the subjematch.

6.5.1.2 Competitors who ordinarily reside in a doyer geographical area which is not affiliatedR&C
may join an IPSC affiliated Region and may competder the auspices of that Region, subject to
the approval of the IPSC Executive Council and Regional Director of that Region. If a
competitor's country or geographical area of remidesubsequently applies for affiliation to IPSC,
the competitor must become a member of that Redjimimg the affiliation process.

A competitor and/or team member may repreeaht the IPSC Region in which they reside, excapt
follows:

6.5.2.1 In respect of a competitor who residesnia Begion, but who wishes to represent the Redion o
which they are a citizen, the Regional Directorstfte Region of residence and the Region of
citizenship must agree in writing prior to the coemoement of the match.

6.5.2.2 A competitor who falls under the conditimfsRule 6.5.1.2 may represent the Region of which
they are a member, subject to the prior writterrayg of the Regional Director.

At Regional and Continental Championship$y oampetitors who satisfy the residency requiretnetated

Division/Category, as the case may be. Howeveenmtetermining Regional or Continental Champions,
match results of competitors from outside the alie Region or Continent must not be deleted ftioen
match results, which must remain wholly intact.r Egample:

Range Officer ("RO") —stues range commands, oversees competitor conmpligith the written stage
briefing and closely monitors safe competitor attioHe also declares the time, scores and penalties
achieved by each competitor and verifies that ttasecorrectly recorded on the competitor's scbeets
(under the authority of a Chief Range Officer arahée Master).

Chief Range Officer ("CRO") — Is the primaythority over all persons and activities in therses of fire
under his control, and oversees the fair, corredt eonsistent application of these rules (underdinect
authority of the Range Master).

Stats Officer ("SO") — Supervises the stats team, which collects, sorts, verifies, tabdatad retains all
score sheets and ultimately produces provisiondlfaral results (under the direct authority of tRange
Master).

Quartermaster ("QM") — Distributes, repainsl anaintains all range equipment (e.g. targetsshest, paint,
props etc.), other range needs (e.g. timers, ledtestaplers, staples, clipboards etc.) and regtles Range
Officer refreshments (under the direct authorityief Range Master).

Range Master ("RM") — Has overall authorityeo all persons and activities within the entirexga,
including range safety, the operation of all cosrsé fire and the application of these rules. All
disqualifications and appeals to arbitration mustbibought to his attention. The Range Master sl
appointed by and works with the Match Director. weéwer, in respect of IPSC sanctioned Level IV ghler
matches, the appointment of the Range Master igstto the prior written approval of the IPSC Exeee
Council.

7.1.5.1 References to "Range Master" throughostrtlebook mean the person serving as Range Master
at a match (or his authorized delegate for one orenspecific functions), regardless of any
international or regional rank.

Match Director ("MD") — Handles overall mateldministration including squadding, schedulingige
construction, the coordination of all support seffl the provision of services. His authority aedisions
will prevail with regard to all matters except iespect of matters in these rules which are the doofahe
Range Master. The Match Director is appointedhgyttost organization and works with the Range Maste

Discipline of Match Officials

The Range Master has authority over all M&€ficials other than the Match Director (exceptemhthe
Match Director is actually participating as a comitpe at the match), and is responsible for deasii
matters concerning conduct and discipline.

In the event that a Match Official is distipd, the Range Master must send a report of ttident and
details of the disciplinary action to the Match iO#il's Regional Director, the Regional Director the
Region hosting the match, and to the Presideritefriternational Range Officers Association (IROA).

A Match Official who is disqualified from aatch for a safety infraction while competing witirdinue to be
eligible to serve as a Match Official for the matchhe Range Master will make any decision relatedn
official's participation.

Appointment of Officials

Match organizers must, prior to commencernéatmatch, appoint a Match Director and a Rangetétfao
carry out the duties detailed in these rules. Mmominated Range Master should preferably be the mos
competent and experienced certified Match Offipi@sent (also see Rule 7.1.5). For Level | anddiches

a single person may be appointed to be both thetMairector and the Range Master.
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7.3.2 References in these rules to Match Officlalg. "Range Officer”, "Range Master" etc.), meanspnnel
who have been officially appointed by match orgarszo actually serve in an official capacity a thatch.
Persons who are certified Match Officials, but waie actually participating in the match as regular
competitors, have no standing or authority as M&ftials for that match. Such persons shoulddfere
not participate in the match wearing garments bgavlatch Official insignia.

7.3.3 A person acting as a Match Official is prdateith from having a holstered firearm while directly
accompanying and timing a competitor during hisrafit at a COF. Violations are subject to RuleZ7.2.
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CHAPTER 8: The Course of Fire

8.1 Rifle Ready Conditions

The ready condition for rifles will normally be atated below. However, in the event that a cortgoefiils to load the
chamber when permitted by the written stage brigfimhether inadvertently or intentionally, the Rar@fficer must
not take any action, as the competitor is alwagpaasible for the handling of the rifle.

8.1.1 Rifles:

8.1.1.1 Loaded (Option 1): magazine filled ancedt(if applicable), chamber loaded, hammer andar s
cocked and safety catch applied (if the rifle isigeed to have one).

8.1.1.2 Loaded (Option 2): magazine filled andefitt(if applicable), chamber empty and the action
closed.

8.1.1.3 Unloaded (Option 3): fixed magazine mustimpty, detachable magazines removed and chamber
must be empty. The action may be open or closed.

8.1.2 Not applicable.

8.1.3 Courses of fire may require ready conditiasch are different to those stated above. In stades, the
required ready condition must be clearly statetthénwritten stage briefing.

8.1.3.1 When a written stage briefing requires thatompetitor’'s firearm and/or allied equipment be
placed on a table or another surface prior to taet Signal, they must be placed as stipulated in
the written stage briefing. Apart from componentsmally affixed to them (e.g. a thumb rest,
thumb safety, racking or cocking handle, base pag, @ther items must not be used to artificially
elevate them (also see Rule 5.1.8).

8.1.4 Unless complying with a Division requiremésge Appendix D), a competitor must not be restdiain the
number of rounds to be loaded or reloaded in a.rifWWritten stage briefings may only stipulate witlea
firearm is to be loaded or when mandatory reloadseqguired, when permitted under Rule 1.1.5.2.

8.2 Competitor Ready Condition
This designates when, under the direct commandRaraye Officer:
8.2.1 The rifle is prepared, made safe and hefdlamred as specified in the written stage briefing.

8.2.2 Unless specified in the written stage brigfithe competitor's stance prior to the commencénoérihe
course of fire must be standing erect, with thke iiii the ready condition, held in both hands, lstimeiching
the competitor at hip level, trigger guard downvgnahuzzle pointing downrange and with the finger afu
the trigger guard.

8.2.2.1 Unless otherwise stated in the written estédgiefing holding the gun upside down is not
acceptable.

8.2.2.2 A competitor who attempts or completeswrsm® of fire where an incorrect start position wasd
may be required by a Range Officer to reshoot these of fire.

8.2.2.3 Different stages may require the "readyitipm$ to be prone, kneeling, sitting or as othessvi
stated in the written stage briefing. However, tteady condition” of the rifle stipulated here and
the general outline of the "ready position" wilepail.

8.2.2.4 A course of fire must never permit a contpeto start a stage with the rifle mounted inte t
shoulder and pointing towards targets.

8.2.3 A course of fire must never require or allaveompetitor to touch or hold a magazine, loadiegiak or

ammunition, other than a magazine fitted to thke riéfter the "Standby" command and before thertSta
Signal" (except for unavoidable touching with thevér arms).

— The lack of any negatiesponse from the competitor indicates that he fully
understands the requirements of the course offickis ready to proceed. If the competitor isneeidy at
this command, he must state "Not Ready". Wherctmepetitor is ready he should assume the requiestl s
position to indicate his readiness to the Range€xif

"Standby" — This command should be followsdtlie Start Signal within 1 to 4 seconds (also Re&
10.2.6).

"Start Signal" — The signal for the competitobegin their attempt at the course of firea Bompetitor fails
to react to a Start Signal, for any reason, thegBaDfficer will confirm that the competitor is reatb
attempt the course of fire, and will resume thegeacommands from "Are You Ready?"

8.3.4.1 In the event that a competitor inadverfebégins shooting prematurely (“false start"), Range
Officer will, as soon as possible, stop and restetcompetitor once the course of fire has been
restored.

8.3.4.2 A competitor who reacts to a Start Sign#) for any reason, does not continue their atteahte
course of fire and fails to have an official timecorded on the timing device operated by the
Range Officer, will be given a zero time and zegors for that stage.

"Stop" — Any Range Officer assigned to aetamy issue this command at any time during theseoaf
fire. The competitor must immediately cease firispp moving and wait for further instructionsrfrahe
Range Officer.

8.3.5.1 When two or more courses of fire sharerancon shooting bay or area, Range Officers may issue
other interim commands on completion of the fir@F in order to prepare the competitor for the
second and subsequent COF (e.g. "Reload if reduredhy such interim commands to be used
must be clearly stated in the written stage brggfin

"If You Are Finished, Unload And Show Clear'lf the competitor has finished shooting, he nosier his
rifle and present it for inspection by the Rangdidef with the muzzle pointed downrange, fixed naga
empty or detachable magazine removed and chamhsty eaction held or latched open.

"If Clear, Hammer Down, Open Action" — Afissuance of this command, the competitor must estime
shooting (see Rule 10.6.1).

There are no fixed range communicationsgdeseéd for use at the chronograph station or atcaipment
compliance check (which may be conducted at a vemsy from the shooting range). Competitors must
not handle their handguns, or remove chamber s#ifiefg from long guns, as the case may be, until th
examiner asks for them to be passed to him, inrdeoge with his instructions. Violations are sgbj®
Rule 10.5.1.

Loading, Reloading or Unloading During a Course ofire

When loading, reloading or unloading duringparse of fire, the competitor's fingers must tshly outside
the trigger guard, except where specifically peeditsee Rules 8.3.7.1 and 10.5.9), and the fireanst be
pointed safely downrange or in another safe dioactiuthorized by a Range Officer (also see Rule5.10
and 10.5.2).

Movement

Except when the competitor is actually aimimgshooting at targets, all movement must be aptished
with the fingers visibly outside the trigger guantd the external safety should be applied. Theafin must
be pointed in a safe direction. "Movement" is defi as any of the actions below:

8.5.1.1 Taking more than one step in any direction.
8.5.1.2 Changing shooting position (e.g. from stagdo kneeling, from seated to standing etc.).

The re-slinging of a rifle during a coursdid# is prohibited.

Assistance or Interference

No assistance of any kind can be given tomapetitor during a course of fire, except that Range Officer
assigned to a stage may issue safety warningsamaetitor at any time. Such warnings will notgseunds
for the competitor to be awarded a reshoot.

8.6.1.1 Competitors confined to wheelchairs or lsimievices may be given special dispensation by th
Range Master in respect of mobility assistancewéier, the provisions of Rule 10.2.10 may still
apply, at the Range Master’s discretion.

Any person providing assistance to a comgeditiring a course of fire without the prior appaibef a Range
Officer (and the competitor receiving such assizdrmay, at the discretion of a Range Officer, ingu
procedural penalty for that stage and/or be sulbpeSection 10.6.

Any person verbally or otherwise interferimigh a competitor during his attempt at a coursérefmay be
subject to Section 10.6. If the Range Officer dedis that the interference significantly affectbe t
competitor, he must report the incident to the Raktaster, who may, at his discretion, offer theeiftd
competitor a reshoot.

In the event that inadvertent contact fromRange Officer or another external influence héerfered with

the competitor during a course of fire, the Randféc@ may offer the competitor a reshoot of theirse of
fire. The competitor must accept or decline thieroprior to seeing either the time or the scomarfrthe
initial attempt. However, if the competitor comsnia safety infraction during any such interferertbe,
provisions of Sections 10.4 and 10.5 may still gppl
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8.7 Sight Pictures, Dry Firing and Course Inspectin

8.7.1 Competitors are prohibited from taking a sigltture with a loaded firearm prior to the St&ignal.
Violation will result in a warning for the first carrence and one procedural penalty for each sulestq
occurrence in the same match.

8.7.1.1 If match organizers also prohibit takingight picture with an unloaded firearm prior to Siart
Signal, competitors must be advised in the writsémge briefing. Violation will result in a
warning for the first occurrence and one procedpealalty for each subsequent occurrence in the
same match.

8.7.1.2 When permitted, competitors taking a sigicture with an unloaded firearm prior to the Start
Signal must only do so on a single target, to yetiifat their sights are prepared as required.
Competitors who test a targeting sequence or atislgoposition while taking a sight picture will
incur one procedural penalty per occurrence.

8.7.2 Competitors are prohibited from using anyhsig aid (e.g. the whole or part of an imitationreplica
firearm, any part of a real firearm including argc@ssories thereof etc.), except for their own bamdile
conducting their inspection ("walkthrough") of aucse of fire. Violations will incur one procedugznalty
per occurrence (also see Rule 10.5.1).

8.7.3 No person is permitted to enter or move thhoa course of fire without the prior approval oRange

Officer assigned to that course of fire, or the gRaMaster. Violations will incur a warning for thiest
offense but may be subject to the provisions otiBed 0.6 for subsequent offenses.

If there are extra scoring hits or questive
penalty hits thereon, and it is not obvious whidls were made by the competitor being scored, tieetad
competitor must be ordered to reshoot the cour$ieeof

9.1.4.1 In the event that patches or tape apptieal testored paper target are accidentally blovirbypf
wind, muzzle blast or another reason, and it isaimtious to the Range Officer which hits were
made by the competitor being scored, the compaetitibbe required to reshoot the course of fire.

9.1.4.2 A competitor who hesitates or self-stopsnduhis attempt at a course of fire, due to adfehat
one or more targets have not been restored or, isswit entitled to a reshoot.

Impenetrable — The scoring area of all IP&isg targets and no-shoots is deemed to be inyzdne. If a:

9.1.5.1 Bullet strikes wholly within the scoringear of a paper target, and continues on to strike th
scoring area of another paper target, the hit erstibsequent paper target will not count for score
or penalty, as the case may be.

9.1.5.2 Bullet strikes wholly within the scoringearof a paper target, and continues on to hit ritest
down a metal target, or hits a frangible targeaorelectronically registering target that activates
other range equipment, this will be treated as eaaguipment failure. The competitor will be
required to reshoot the course of fire, after & baen restored.

Target Scoring and Penalty Values

Scoring hits on IPSC targets will be score@écordance with the values approved by the IPS§ebly
(see Appendices B and C and below). Frangiblestangill usually score 5 points.

9.4.1.1 Itis recommended that disappearing metdificangible targets be scored 10 points per target
9.4.1.2 Metal and frangible targets that requidéffécult shot may score 10 points per target.
9.4.1.3 Not applicable.
9.4.1.4 The scoring of targets as referred to ileR0.4.1.1 and 9.4.1.2 is restricted to not mbas t10%
of the total number of targets in the match. Theie must have been approved during the course

review process and they must be clearly identifiethe written stage briefing.

Each hit visible on the scoring area of agpagw-shoot will be penalized minus 10 points, @ maximum
of 2 hits per no-shoot.

Metal no-shoots must be shot and fall, overtu self-indicate to score and then will be pemeal minus 10
points.

Target Scoring Policy

Unless otherwise specified in the writtergsthriefing, scoring paper targets must be shdt wiminimum
of one round each, with the best two hits to sa@r®emi Auto Divisions and the best hit to scordianual
Action Divisions. Scoring metal targets must betshith a minimum of one round each and must fall o
otherwise react to score.

9.6.2 The Range Officer responsible for a coursBrefmay stipulate that the scoring process wdgin while a
competitor is actually completing a course of firtn such cases, the competitor's delegate isleatib
accompany the official responsible for scoring ides to verify the scoring. Competitors must beised of
this procedure during the squad briefing.

9.6.3 A competitor (or his delegate) who fails #&ify a target during the scoring process losesigiit of appeal
in respect of scoring that target.

9.6.4 Any challenge to a score or penalty mustdpealed to the Range Officer by the competitoh({sdelegate)
prior to the subject target being painted, patcbedeset, failing which such challenges will netdccepted.

9.6.5 In the event that the Range Officer uphdhgsariginal score or penalty and the competitatissatisfied, he
may appeal to the Chief Range Officer and thehdédRange Master for a ruling.

9.6.6 The Range Master’s ruling in respect of #wriag of hits on targets and no-shoots will baffinNo further
appeals are permitted with respect to such scal@eigions.

9.6.7 During a scoring challenge, the subject tésyenust not be patched, taped or otherwise iettedf with until
the matter has been settled, failing which Rule3utill apply. The Range Officer may remove a displ
paper target from the course of fire for furthemenation to prevent any delay in the match. Bibid
competitor and the Range Officer must sign theetaemnd clearly indicate which hit(s) is (are) sebj®
challenge.

9.6.8 Scoring overlays approved by the Range Mastest be used exclusively, as and when requiredetiy
and/or determine the applicable scoring zone afdnit paper targets.

9.6.9 Scoring information may be relayed througl tise of hand signals (see Appendix F1). If aesésr
challenged, the subject targets must not be rebstondil they have been verified by the competitorhis
delegate, in accordance with whatever arrangentents been approved in advance by the Range Master
(also see Rule 9.1.3).

The Range Officer must enter all informat{@rcluding any warnings given) on each competit@tere
sheet prior to signing it. After the Range Offiters signed the score sheet, the competitor mdshiacbwn
signature in the appropriate place. Electroniaeaheet signatures will be acceptable if apprdwedhe
Regional Director. Whole numbers should be use@ctord all scores or penalties. The elapsed taken
by the competitor to complete the course of firestrie recorded to 2 decimal places in the apprgpria
place.

If corrections to the score sheet are requiteese will be clearly entered onto the origimadl other copies
of the competitor's score sheets. The competitdrtae Range Officer should initial any corrections

Should a competitor refuse to sign or iniéiacore sheet, for any reason, the matter mustfeaed to the
Range Master. If the Range Master is satisfied tha course of fire has been conducted and scored
correctly the unsigned score sheet will be subohiét® normal for inclusion in the match results.

A score sheet signed by both a competitoraaRdnge Officer is conclusive evidence that thersm® of fire
has been completed, and that the time, scores emaltjgs recorded on the score sheet, are accamate
uncontested. The signed score sheet is deemeel godefinitive document and, with the exceptiorthef
mutual consent of the competitor and the signalRagge Officer, or due to an arbitration decisitwe, $core
sheet will only be changed to correct arithmetaradrs or to add procedural penalties under R@e8.

If a score sheet is found to have insuffici@nexcess entries, or if the time has not beeoroed on the
score sheet, it must be promptly referred to thegeaVlaster who will normally require the competitor
reshoot the course of fire.

In the event that a reshoot is not possinefy reason, the following actions will prevail:
9.7.6.1 If the time is missing, the competitor wilteive a zero score for the stage.

9.7.6.2 If insufficient hits or misses have beenorded on the score sheet, those which have been
recorded will be deemed complete and conclusive.

In the event that an original score she&issor otherwise unavailable, the competitor'slidape copy, or
any other written or electronic record acceptablthe Range Master, will be used. If the compgsitoopy,

or any other written or electronic record, is urilde, or is deemed by the Range Master to be
insufficiently legible the competitor will be regat to reshoot the course of fire. If the Rangestdadeems
that a reshoot is not possible for any reasongctimepetitor will incur a zero time and score for #féected
stage.

No person, other than an authorized Matckciaff is permitted to handle an original scoreethetained on
a stage, or at any other place, after it has biggred by a competitor and a Range Officer, withbet prior

approval of the Range Officer or personnel direttlyolved with Stats. Violations will incur a wang for

the first offense, but may be subject to Sectio® I6r subsequent occurrences in the same match.

Scoring Responsibility

Each competitor has a responsibility to namtan accurate record of their scores by verifyting lists
posted by the Stats Officer.

After all competitors have completed a matieh,provisional stage results must be publishedparsted in a
conspicuous place at the shooting range and, alléwr higher matches, at the official match hdoe the
purpose of verification by competitors.

Moving targets which present at least a portf the A zone when at rest (either before oeraiftitial
activation), or which continuously appear and digsgy for the duration of a competitor’s attempa &OF,
are not disappearing and will always incur failtoce&ngage and/or miss penalties.

Moving targets, which do not comply with thigove criteria, are disappearing and will not infailure to
engage or miss penalties unless a competitor failactivate the mechanism which initiates the targe
movement before or when firing his last shot fattbourse of fire.

Stationary targets which present at leasirigm of the A zone, either before or after adiiwa of a moving
and/or concealing no-shoot or vision barrier, aredisappearing and will incur failure to engagd/an miss
penalties.

Targets which present at least a portiom®fA zone each time a competitor operates a mesdiaagtivator
(e.g. a rope, lever, pedal, flap, door etc.), artesabject to this section.

If a COF requires that a competitor be cadirto an apparatus which travels from one locatmn
another location during his attempt at a COF, angedt which can only be engaged from the appafatus
part of its travel, and which cannot subsequerglydengaged, is deemed to be disappearing.

Official Time

Only the timing device operated by a Ranffec€® must be used to record the official elapsett of a
competitor's attempt at a course of fire. If a a®fficer assigned to a course of fire (or a nerior
Match Official) deems that a timing device is faulh competitor whose attempt cannot be crediteédd am
accurate time will be required to reshoot the cewfsfire.

If, in the opinion of an Arbitration Comneig, the time credited to a competitor for a coofdee is deemed
to be unrealistic, the competitor will be requitedeshoot the course of fire (see Rule 9.7.4).

Scoring Programs

The official scoring program for all Leval lor higher matches is the latest version of thend@ivs®
Match Scoring System (WinMSS), unless another agoprogram is approved by the IPSC President. For

Procedural Penalties — General Regulations

Procedural penalties are imposed when a etitmpfails to comply with procedures specifiedanwritten
stage briefing and/or is found to be in violatiohather general rules. The Range Officer imposimg
procedural penalties must clearly record the nunlb@enalties, and the reason why they were imposed
the competitor's score sheet.

Procedural penalties are assessed at nfinpgirits each.

A competitor disputing the application omber of procedural penalties may appeal to the fGRénge
Officer and/or Range Master. A competitor who doungs to be aggrieved may then lodge an appeal for
arbitration.

Procedural penalties cannot be nullifiedusther competitor action. For example, a competitho fires a
shot at a target while faulting a line will stithdur the applicable penalties even though he suiesdiy
shoots at the same target while not faulting the.li

Procedural Penalties — Specific Examples

A competitor who fires shots while any pafrtheir body is touching the ground or any objeeyond a
Fault Line will receive 1 procedural penalty forckaoccurrence. No penalty is assessed if a cotapeti
does not fire any shots while faulting except wRette 2.2.1.5 applies.

Other persons may be expelled from the rémmgeonduct which a Range Officer deems to be cejiable.
Examples include, but are not limited to, failimgcdomply with the reasonable directions of a Maddficial,
interference with the operation of a course of faed/or a competitor's attempt thereof, and anyroth
behavior likely to bring the sport into disrepute.

Disqualification — Prohibited Substances
All persons are required to be in complet&rol both mentally and physically during IPSC ofets.

IPSC considers the abuse of alcoholic prisdumn-prescription and non-essential drugs aedutte of
illegal or performance enhancing drugs, irrespectdf how they are taken or administered, to be an
extremely serious offense.

Except when used for medicinal purposespetitors and officials at matches must not be &by drugs
(including alcohol) of any sort during matches. yAperson, who in the opinion of the Range Master is
visibly under the influence of any of the itemsa#sed herein, will be disqualified from the matzhd may
be required to leave the range.

IPSC reserves the right to prohibit any ganer specific substances and to introduce testshe presence
of these substances at any time (see separateARBS0O0ping Rules).

11.1.2  Access — Appeals may be submitted to athitréin accordance with the following rules for amatter
except where specifically denied by another ruldppeals arising from a disqualification for a sgfet
infraction will only be accepted to determine whegtlexceptional circumstances warrant reconsideraifo
the disqualification. However, the commission loé infraction as described by the Match Officiahtst
subject to challenge or appeal.

11.1.3  Appeals — The Range Officer makes decisiutially. If the appellant disagrees with a déois the Chief
Range Officer for the stage or area in questiorulshbe asked to rule. If a disagreement still tsxithe
Range Master must be asked to rule.

11.1.4  Appeal to Committee — Should the appellamtioue to disagree with the decision he may appedhe
Arbitration Committee by submitting a first partypseal.

11.15 Retain Evidence — An appellant is requiethform the Range Master of his wish to presestagpeal to
the Arbitration Committee and may request thatdffieials retain any and all relevant documentaryther
evidence pending the hearing. Audio and/or vidggmrdings will not be accepted as evidence.

11.1.6 Preparing the Appeal — The appellant is aesiple for the preparation and delivery of the tten
submission, together with the appropriate fee. hBoust be submitted to the Range Master within the
specified period of time.

11.1.7 Match Official’s Duty — Any Match Officiahireceipt of a request for arbitration must, withdelay, inform
the Range Master and must note the identities bfwahesses and officials involved and pass this
information on to the Range Master.

11.1.8 Match Director's Duty — Upon receiving thppeal from the Range Master, the Match Director tmus
convene the Arbitration Committee in a place ofacy as soon as possible.

11.1.9  Arbitration Committee’s Duty — The Arbit@ti Committee is bound to observe and apply theeatilPSC
Rules and to deliver a decision consistent withts¢hules. Where rules require interpretation oereran
incident is not specifically covered by the ruld® Arbitration Committee will use their best judgm in the
spirit of the rules.

11.2 Composition of Committee

11.2.1 Level Il or Higher Matches — The compositiaf an Arbitration Committee will be subject tetfollowing
rules:

11.2.1.1 The IPSC President, or his delegate,cartfied Match Official appointed by the Match Bitor,
(in that order) will serve as Chairman of the cottee with no vote.

11.2.1.2 Three arbitrators will be appointed by tR&C President, or his delegate, or by the Match
Director, (in that order), with one vote each.

11.2.1.3 When possible arbitrators should be coitgpgtin the match and should be certified Match
Officials.

11.2.1.4 Under no circumstances must the Chairmamymember of an Arbitration Committee be a party
to the original decision or subsequent appeals;inad to the arbitration.

11.2.2 Level | and Il Matches — The Match Directan appoint an Arbitration Committee of three eigqrered
persons who are not parties to the appeal and whwtlhave a direct conflict of interest in thecamume of
the appeal. The arbitrators should be certifiedciM®fficials if possible. All committee memberdlwote.
The senior Match Official, or the senior persothére are no Match Officials, will be the chairman.

Time Limits and Sequences

Time Limit for Appeal to Arbitration — Writh appeals to arbitration must be submitted tdRifnege Master
on the appropriate form, accompanied by the applkctee, within one hour of the time of the disputall
as recorded by Match Officials. Failure to compiyl render the appeal invalid, and no further actiwill
be taken. The Range Master must, on the appeal formediately record the time and date he receikied
appeal.

Decision Time Limit — The Committee mustafea decision within 24 hours of the request fhiteation or
before the results have been declared final bymateh Director, whichever comes first. If the Coitiee
fails to render a decision within the prescribedqak both a first and third party appellant (sadeR11.7.1)
will automatically succeed in their appeal, andfdewill be returned.

Fees

Amount — For Level Il or higher matches #ppeal fee to enable an appellant to appeabttraion will

be US$100.00 or the equivalent of the maximum iicdil match entry fee (whichever is lower), in Ibca
currency. The appeal fee for other matches magdieby the Match Organizers, but must not exceed
US$100 or equivalent in local currency. An apg®&alught by the Range Master in respect of a masiei

will not incur a fee.

Disbursement — If the Committee's decis®toiuphold the appeal, the fee paid will be retdrn If the
Committee's decision is to deny the appeal, thee@pfee and the decision must be forwarded to the

Regional or National Range Officers Institute (RR®INROI) in respect of Level | and Il matches, dad
the International Range Officers Association (IRO#\Jespect of Level Il and higher matches.

Rules of Procedure

Committee’s Duty and Procedure — The Coremittill study the written submission and retairbehalf of
the organizers the monies paid by the appellarit aiatecision has been reached.

Submissions — The Committee megjuire the appellant to personally give furthetade of the submission
and may question him on any point relevant to fhzeal.

Hearing — The appellant may be asked todwath while the Committee hears further evidence.

Witnesses — The Committee may hear Matciti@f as well as any other witnesses involvechmdppeal.
The Committee will examine all evidence submitted.

Questions — The Committee may question géee and officials on any point relevant to thesapp

Opinions — Committee members will refraionir expressing any opinion or verdict while an apjgan
progress.

Inspect Area — The Committee may inspectrange or area related to the appeal and requyr@enrson or
official they regard as useful to the process twagpany them.

Undue Influence — Any person attemptinghftuence the members of the Committee in any wagrothan
evidence may be subject to disciplinary actiorhatdiscretion of the Arbitration Committee.

Deliberation — When the Committee is satisthat they are in possession of all informatiod avidence
relevant to the appeal, they will deliberate pragnd will reach their decision by majority vote.

Verdict and Subsequent Action

Committee Decision — When a decision istreddy the Committee, they will summon the appéllthe
official and the Range Master to present their @rdgnt.

Implement Decision — It will be the respbilgy of the Range Master to implement the Comedts
decision. The Range Master will post the decigioa place available to all competitors. The deciss not
retroactive and will not affect any incidents priorthe decision.

1. The Range Master must designate a specific gugf@mmunition and one or more rifles to be ussdafficial
calibration tools by officials authorized by himgerve as calibration officers.

2. Prior to commencement of a match, the calibnaionmunition must be chronographed using the proeed
specified in 5.6.3. The calibration ammunition,emitested through each designated rifle, must aelael50
power factor (variance +/- 5%) to qualify.

3. Once the supply of ammunition and the design&flsd have been tested and approved by the Ritagter,
they are not subject to challenge by competitors.

4, The Range Master must arrange for each poppée toalibrated prior to commencement of a matcll, an
whenever required during a match.

5. For initial calibration, each popper must betsdall when hit within the calibration zone wighsingle shot fired
from a designated rifle using the calibration amition. The shot must be fired from the shootingaltion in
the course of fire furthest from the popper beiatibcated. Calibration zones are indicated indisgrams in
the following pages.

6. If, during a course of fire, a popper does atithen hit, a competitor has three alternatives:

(&) The popper is shot again until it falls. listbhase, no further action is required and the smuof fire is
scored "as shot".

(b)  The popper is left standing but the competitoes not challenge the calibration. In this casefurther
action is required and the course of fire is scdeedshot", with the subject popper scored as & Mis

(c)  The popper is left standing and the competita@llenges the calibration. In this case, the popnd the
surrounding area on which it stands must not behed or interfered with by any person. If a Match
Official violates this rule, the competitor mussiheot the course of fire. If the competitor or arlger
person violates this rule, the popper will be sdoas a miss and the rest of the course of fire lvéll
scored "as shot".

(d) If the popper falls for any other reason (evind action), before it can be calibrated, a reshoost be
ordered.

7. In the absence of any interference, a calibmatifficer must conduct a calibration test of thdjeat popper
(when required under 6(c) above), from as nearassible to the point from where the competitor sihet
popper, when the following will apply:

(a) If the first shot fired by the calibration aféir hits the calibration zone or below and the pogdalls, the
popper is deemed to be properly calibrated, andllibe scored as a miss.

(b) If the first shot fired by the calibration afér hits the calibration zone or below and the pomwes not
fall, the popper is deemed to have failed and tmapetitor must be ordered to reshoot the courdeenf
once the popper has been recalibrated.

(c) If the first shot fired by the calibration afér misses the popper altogether, another shot baufited
until one of 7(a) or 7(b) occurs.
